We had a de-
sire to be closer to family,
and Jim Cheatham saw us
as an answer to his prayers
as he had been asking God
to send a young couple to
take his spot as Local Di-
rector in Mansfield area.
Dale was thrilled to begin
working as a missionary
with CEF.

Over the years it has been
exciting to see our 3 county
chapter grow into a 5 coun-
ty chapter, reaching over
5,000 children a year now
with about 200 volunteers.
Jim Cheatham was pro-
moted to heaven at age 89
this summer on Aug. 3.
Shortly before Jim passed

away, he sang “Jesus Loves
the Little Children” and
his family put it on Dale’s
facebook page.
It is our prayer that we will
be able to further the minis-
try of CEF to have a Good
News Club in every public
school in our chapter. There
are over 50 public schools
in our chapter and we are
currently in 22 schools so
we are almost at 50%.
