Since there was a lull in face painting 
customers, and they had run out of 
bags, Dale captured the moment to 
be able to mingle with various fair 
workers in nearby tents at the excit-
ing Ashland County Fair.

They conversed for awhile and John 
asked Dale if people ever come 
across his path years later whose 
lives were changed as a result of the 
ministry?
